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Giving students the opportunity to harvest the vegetables they planted before the end of the school year is a great goal.  To be successful you will need to:

1.  Select cold hardy and semi-cold hardy vegetables. 
2.  Provide your plants with protection.
3.  Consider using plant starts rather then direct sewing of seeds, for improved, faster germination and an advanced plant age.
Some cold hardy vegetable take more time to mature than a semester allows.  Leafy vegetables can be picked early if necessary, they will just be smaller.
