By Late-September in Athens County, the chance of frost grows each day.  And mild frost remain a possibility even in late May.  The growing season can extend well past these dates provided one selects cold hardy and semi-cold hardy plants and provides them with a degree of protection.

Cold Hardy Vegetables:  Can survive temperatures in the 20’s.

Broccoli, Brussels sprouts, Cabbage, Collards, English peas, Kale, Kohlrabi, Leeks, Mustard greens, Parsley, Radish, Spinach, Turnip

Semi-Cold Hardy Vegetables: Can survive temperatures just below freezing.

Beets, Carrot, Cauliflower, Celery, Chinese cabbage, Endive, Irish potatoes, Lettuce, Radicchio, Rutabaga, Swiss chard
